110% effort, and if you tire, think of the two injured players who helped you get here, who 
can't influence the result today, and give an extra 10% more. 

Each and everyone of the 
boys played the best game of football they had played all season. 
Then to go straight back to the club house to receive all the accolades and receive the Team 
of the Year Shield was just the icing on the cake.
